CHURCH OUTREACH IN EDINBURGH THIS APRIL

Eight churches to use Christianity Explored in ‘coffee house’ evangelism

Three Church of Scotland congregations – Holyrood Abbey, North Leith and Palmerston Place – are at the forefront of a major new joint evangelistic initiative in Edinburgh from 26th April. These three will join five other churches from denominations, including Baptist, evangelicals, the Salvation Army and the Free Church of Scotland, to put on a Christianity Explored course in Costa Coffee, on Hanover Street in the heart of the city.   

Christianity Explored was started about 10 years ago and has grown to become a tried and trusted, friendly and often highly informal method of sharing the Gospel. In Edinburgh alone around twenty churches regularly run the course. Hundreds if not thousands of people across Scotland have come to faith as a direct result of doing CE. About 5,000 registered courses a year are being held, in 59 countries, in many different settings ranging from traditional church missions to outreaches in schools, hospitals and prisons. 
Also this Spring Edinburgh Gospel Partnership is supporting Passion For Life 2011, run by Charlotte Chapel and Carrubbers Christian Centre, from 17-24th April. Christian churches across the city are encouraged to participate and every attendee will be invited to sign-up for Christianity Explored.

Glasgow-based Craig Dyer, Christianity Explored’s Director of Training, commented: ‘Having seen CE used successfully all over the world, it is a great joy to see so many Scottish churches, from right across the denominational range, letting the gospel tell the gospel, and building the course into their outreach strategy.
‘We think those attending will be attracted by the informal, familiar high street coffee house location. And we expect that they will also be struck by the course’s straightforward introduction to the real Jesus from the pages of Mark’s gospel’.  

The other five churches taking part in the Costa Coffee outreach are Carrubbers Christian Centre; Charlotte Baptist Chapel; Duncan Street Baptist Church; Salvation Army (Gorgie Corps); and St. Columba’s Free Church . Many other Edinburgh churches, from many different, denominations are being encouraged to participate in these initiatives and bring their friends along.
